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YAMPA RIVER:
named by the Ute Indians from a plant that they used in bread making, and also

smoked. (Carum Grairdneri). The yampa is a wild onion and grows thick along
the stream.

Yampa River is also calle¢
the Bear River.




MAD CREEK: named in 1877 by local people on account of a traveler who pearly




drowned in the stream, and whose horse was beaten to death on the rocks.

In the fall, the stream seems to be anything but ‘mad’.
